USE OF SITES WHERE EDUCATIONAL ACTIVITY OCCURS

For each site, including those at major and minor educational activity sites, there must be
an on-site clinical supervisor who is an educationally qualified specialist in the
curriculum areas for which he/she is responsible.

Intent: Students/Residents engaging in prosthodontic related experiences should be
supervised by an educationally qualified prosthodontist. The on-site clinical supervisor
provides administrative oversight and is responsible to the program director.
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
